5.  Play file folder compound word game (File Folder Games for Reading Book)

1.  Put students into groups of 4 (4 groups)

2.  Share items in treasure chest and why they are important to them

-If the class can get the word after 1 clue, they get 100 points


-Points go down after each clue


-We will see how many points they can get

Activity 2:  Reading/Comprehension

1.  Preview and predict using the title page of the story

2.  Hand out Aurasma paper.  Have students write their predictions on the line.  Share with a partner and then share with the class.

3.  Discuss the Aurasma app and how it works

4.  Have students look at paper and discuss the directions for number 2.  Do this together using the ipad.  Discuss the question it says.

5.  Read through number 3 together.  Chorally read the story until page 25, as number 3 says.  Show students how to hold the ipad and what happens.  Have them discuss the question with a partner and write ideas on the lines.

6.  Be sure students understand how this works.  Send them to work in partners to read the rest of the story using the ipads and Aurasma.

7.  Allow students time to read the story and work in partners using ipads.  I will work with a small group back at the table as well.

6.  Come back together and discuss story using recording papers.  Be sure to discuss what is funny at the end.

7.  Use the fiction poster to discuss fiction/humorous fiction

1.  Break the students into groups of 5 or 6

2.  Have students in each group sit in a circle and place large cards with vocabulary words in the middle of each circle

3.  I will read a definition and one member will use a fly swatter to hit the correct word; then we will yell out the words altogether

4.  Do this until all 6 of the words have been called and maybe a few more than once

6.  Use vocabulary Transparency 1 to fill in the vocabulary words in context (TM 37C) (Check to see if Laurie has this on smartboard)

Activity 2:  Reading/Comprehension

1.  Orally review that authors usually use specific elements when writing fiction stories.  Use the ball to review title, setting, characters, beginning, middle, end (which is called the plot)

2.  Tell students to think about these elements as we reread the story today.  

3.  Chorally Reread First Day Jitters as a whole group

4.  Put students in partners using milk/cookies partners and hand out sticky notes for setting, characters, beginning, middle, end

5.  Use Kahoot to review these elements (saved in the shared with me area of my kahoots)

5.  Spread out book boxes and allow kids to browse following the I PICK poster and the guidelines in their binder

1.  Explain to students that today we are going to start learning our first Daily 5:  Read to Self

2.  Explain that to become better readers who love to read we have to do a lot of reading on our own time

3.  Introduce the I Chart for Read to Self

4.  Explain the "I" stands for independence

5.  Use the bubbles on the bottom to show them why we need to do Read to Self

6.  Go through what happens when we Read to Self

7. Have a student model the correct way to Read To Self

8.  Have a tough student model the incorrect way to do Read to Self, then the correct way

9.  Discuss practice and building stamina (use running around the building 75 times as example for building stamina)

10.  Have students get their book boxes and come to front

11.  Tell them we are going to practice until I notice that we are unable to do it any more today and I will practice what I’m going to be doing (working with kids)

12.  Place kids around the room

13.  Begin 3 min practice

14.  Call back to front when someone off task

15.  Check in using I-chart and have kids thumbs up or sideways thumb to show how they did

16.  Discuss what went well during this practice

17.  Tell students we are going to try again to practice for 3 min, but if still doing well at 3 min, we will keep going and build up our stamina to 4 minutes

18.  Place in new spots around the room and practice

19.  When someone off task, call back up front and reflect using thumbs

20.  Celebrate with a 1 minute celebration if they get to 3 minutes and chart how long read

21.  Tell kids we will continue to build our stamina every day and see how we do

22.  Review 1 more time why we do Read to Self

Lesson Sequence:

1.  Introduce place value with mats and blocks

4.  Hand out a large piece of tri-folded construction paper labeled with ones, tens, and hundreds, so it is like a place value mat

6.  Hand out blocks to each student; beforehand, be sure to tell rules of using blocks to students

7.  I will model several numbers on the overhead, I will show both standard and place value model of the number.

8.  After I have modeled about 3 numbers, I will give students a number to model with their blocks

9.  After each number, I will use the overhead to show both the standard and place value models of the number

10.  Repeat this process; start with small 1-2 digit numbers and move up to 3 digit numbers

11.  Next, I will have the students set their mats and blocks aside.  I will use overhead blocks to model a number on the overhead and students will use wipe boards to write the standard form of the number

12.Then, discuss expanded form.   Use the cup expanded form as examples/models.  Explain that this is what the number is really worth.  Use large labels on the board to explain and demonstrate several numbers in expanded form.  Explain that this form is like a rubber band (Use a rubber band as a model).  It is like a stretched out form of a number

13.  Then, on the overhead place value mat, I will write a standard form of a number.  I will explain again that, depending on what place it is in; the numbers are worth different amounts.  Explain that this is how you stretch out a number.  Do a few examples on the overhead.

14.  Next, I will write the standard form of a number on the board.  Students will write the expanded form of the number on their wipe boards.  Then, we will discuss our answers.

15.  Then, I will write some expanded form of numbers on the board and they will write the standard form.

16.  Talk through pg. 6 as a class

17.  Discuss some problems pg. 7...STRESS THE VALUE OF THE UNDERLINED DIGIT


18.  Assign Practice 1-2 for ind. practice

Tuesday, August 25

Lesson Sequence:

1.  Complete daily review together 
2.  Complete daily geometry short
3.  Use the overhead place value mat and blocks to review place value and standard forms of a number

4.  As a class, complete several numbers together on the board

6.  Explain that they will be using these items to model numbers

7.  Set out large index cards containing 2-digit numbers and have students model on their desk

14.  Once again, discuss the value of the underlined digit

15.  Use “What’s the Scoop” activity as a class to review expanded and standard forms.  Use this, also, to review value of the underlined digit

16.  Divide class into pairs

17.  Give each pair a set of “What’s the Scoop” cards.  Have each do about five problems.  Check their answers on the back

18.  Assign Homework 1-2 for ind. Practice

14.  Discuss value of the underlined digit.  Practice some of these as a class.
