Activity 3:  Comprehension:  Character Traits

1.  Call students to the front; Review the parts author’s almost always include (setting, characters, beginning, middle, end)

2.  Explain to students that you can find out a lot about a character by thinking about what they do in the story; words that describe a character are called character traits.  Use Pinterest posters for this.

3.  Read aloud a short picture book:  Weekend with Wendell by Kevin Henkes

4.  Complete a character map/anchor chart together about the character in the story; use pinterest idea with Wendell in the middle and stickies with his character traits around him.  Put a speech bubble that says pay attention to what I do and say.  In it.
