9.  Write on the W (what I want to know) section on the smartboard.  Call on some people to share some of the ideas of things they want to know.  Write it on the smartboard.

10.  Collect the K-W-L and tell students you will fill this out again when the unit is finished.

11.  If there is any extra time, students can read quietly at their seats.  They should be bringing a book every class time, so don’t let them hang out in the library pretending they are finding a book to read from my book boxes.
