Morning Work

1.  Students will come in and get a chair.
2.  Next, they will mark their lunch for the day

3.  Then they will choose their Daily 5

4.  Next they will write in their journals and hand it in

5.  Finally, they will free read at their seat

Daily Work

1.  We will complete DOL and daily s.s. practice together every day.

2.  Then we will say the pledge and purple hands pledge before beginning class.

**I had a sub on Monday, so, for Monday, I have just put my sub plans in.  Then, I put in the rest of the week.

Hi!  Thank you for coming!  This class can be very loud and rowdy.  Crack down on them right away.  They get warnings and then time taken away from recess.  Feel free to do that as much as needed.  Individual students can also get warnings.  Then, they get their name on the wall, and, hence, 5 minutes in the wall.  We are also playing the student/teacher game.  Give them points if they are following rules and you get points if they aren’t.  This is the last day today, so their total will matter at the end of the day.  Remind them of that.  My new student, Austin, can be quite a handful.  He doesn’t like getting recess taken away, though, so use that as leverage if needed.  At the end of the day, write how his day was in his planner.  You’ll also need to help him, Kim, and Joel organize for taking their work home (or not if they actually get done).  All parties listed will try to “accidentally” leave things in their desk or will say they are done with things when they actually aren’t.  Please check on things they say have been completed.  (
8:15 – 8:40ish:  Morning Work

1.  Today we are doing something different.  Please have kids come in, so lunch stick, choose daily 5, and then read a book.  We usually do handwriting on Mondays in the mornings, but today they will be making a flower for out on the bulletin board.

2. Once everyone is pretty much here.  Start on this project:


1.  We are making flowers for out on the bulletin board.  Everybody will need to make one for the board.  If they have extra time in the morning, they can make an extra flower to take home.


2.  Show them my examples.  Explain they can use three shapes for their flowers, including one cupcake liner.  I would just lay the paper up front on the floor and draw sticks to have kids come up and pick color and shapes.  If they only want one of the shapes on the sheet, they can cut it out and return the sheet to the front for others to use.  The originals are on the white paper if you need more copies.


3.  They are to cut out the shapes and glue together with gluesticks.  NO COLORING OR DECORATING.


4.  Please have them put their names on the back of their flowers with pencil and collect.

8:40-8:50:  DOL 
1.  Have students get out DOL paper from their stay here folders.  You might need to get Austin’s out for him.  His folder is blue.

2.  Correct DOL together.  You make corrections on the board and they make on own paper.  Be sure to write corrections in cursive since we are trying to write EVERYTHING in cursive now.

6.  When done, have students put into their stay here folder.  Go to Joel and Austin and be sure they put their DOL paper where it needs to go.

8:50ish-9:25:  Daily 5

**There is a fire drill at 9:05.  We go out music room door and to any open bus.  Just get as much of this done as you can and continue when you come back if time.  You can also work during chapter book time.  As long as you get the first 2 groups done sometime today, I am happy.  My third group is my top group, and we usually don’t get to meet on Monday due to schedule restrictions.  You don’t need to tell the class that, though.  Just let them pick a blue round activity too.  It’ll be easier that way.  ( 
Activity 1:  Daily 5/Guided Reading

1.  Tell group 1 to come back to the table with you.  Everyone else can head to read to self.  It is a short day today, so you’ll need to draw 2 sticks out for who sits on the couch and chair only.

2.  You will meet with a group at this time.

Group 1:  Joel, Bailee, Jarod, Austin, and Kim (Level O)  (8:50 – 9:10)
1.  Practice sight words using their papers.  Everyone else should read from their book boxes while you do sight words.  Only do 1 column with each student.  If they get the words all right, put a star at the bottom of column.  If miss any, write how many they miss.

2.  Hand out new book, read the title together, and allow kids time to take a picture walk.  Have them turn to a partner and make a prediction for the story.  Share 2-3 of the predictions with the whole group.

3.  Tell students we have just finished reading If You Traveled West in a Covered Wagon, where families moved to the frontier.  What do they think children lived like once they got to their new land?  Have them mindstream with a partner about this questions.


-Have the 2 kids decide who will go first.  


-First person says what they think kids did while living on the frontier.  

Other partner is not allowed to talk, only listen.


-After 10-15 seconds, tell them to stop and switch.  The other partner 

goes.  The first person can only listen this time.

4.  You read introduction aloud to kids and have them follow along.  Discuss.

5.  Chorally read chapter 1 and discuss.

6.  Assign rereading introduction and chapter 1 to parents and questions.

1.  Collect sticky notes.  They should have read their assigned pages to an adult.  If they haven’t, they will have to do it at recess.

2. Have them mindstream with a partner about what has happened so far in the biography.


-Have the 2 kids decide who will go first.  


-First person says what they remember has happened so far.

Other partner is not allowed to talk, only listen.


-After 10-15 seconds, tell them to stop and switch.  The other partner 

goes.  The first person can only listen this time.


-At the end, share some of the events that have happened so far.

3.  Chorally read pages 28-39.  Discuss:  I have left a few notes for discussion, but feel free to add or omit.

4.  Assign rereading to parents and questions.

9:25-10:55:  Music

1.  Walk kids down.  You have break.

10:00 – 10:15:  Recess
1.  They go to bathroom and get drinks now

2.  They go outside. 

3.  If any names are on the board in a bubble, they need to stay in for recess to do that.

4.  If they get done, please check their work over.  If it is ok, send them outside.  Then, you have break.

10:20-10:50:  Science

1.  My class will line up at the door.

2.  Send them to science.

3.  Mrs. Petersen’s class will come in.  They were SO happy to hear you were coming!!!

4.  Partner students to work on the activity listed.  Some kids might be in a group of 3.  Groups:  Neveah/Mabel/Jalee, Brody/Avery, Zander/ Kaitlynn/Maddi, ReileyHunter, Alayna/Reed, Will/Ella/MaKenna, Alex/Lauren/Caden, Cody/Autumn, Eli/Cooper


-Have students partner read the paragraph.


-When finished, they need to look at the writing template and finish it.


-After reading 1 sentence in the template, they should look back up in the paragraphs until they find the answer.


-Once they find the answer, they should highlight it in the paragraph.


-Then, they use their pencils to fill in the answers. 

5.  This is usually difficult for most kids, and it seems to get harder for them every year.  You will probably need to circulate and do a lot of helping and prompting.

6.  Most likely, they will not finish this today.  Please have them bring the packet back on Thursday.

7.  This class has a HUGE problem with keeping things, so please stress that they will need it again on Thursday.

Spelling (10:50– 11:05)
1.  Have students get folders up

3.  You will collect and put in a pile on the back brown table.  During PE, please check their pretests.  


-If they get them all right, they get the BEYOND level list.  If miss any, are 

on the ON LEVEL list.

-They need to take pretest/list home today and put extra list in their stay 

here folders.  You will probably want to be sure Kim, Joel, and Austin do 

this.

1.  Students line up and you give a squirt of hand sanitizer

1.  Read aloud biography.

2.  Kids sit up front

12:05 – 1:02ish:  Math(finish after pe if needed)
1.  Have students get out DOM papers.  Use the overhead to complete and discuss 1 days DOM together.

2.  Tell students we will be completing math stations today.  They are used to this procedure.

3.  Tell them there are 2 changes.  When they are at the computer station, they should click on the “Geometry” tab and complete any area or perimeter games listed.

4.  The second change is that I changed some of the groups.  Go to the chart hanging in back on the silver file cabinet between my desk and the back round table.  List the names in each color (the star color) group. 

5.  Remind them that our Blue bucket of extra time activities has disappeared, SO if they finish their assignment early they are to complete the flag activity that is on the shelf in the back of the room.  Tell them to begin.

6.  Meet with the group that gets their assignment first in back by the back door.  Hand it out and go over directions.  

7.  Head to the back table to meet with groups.


-You will meet with 4 groups.  They go from lowest-highest, SO the first 2 groups should take the most time with instruction.  The last 2 groups usually don’t need more than 10 minutes.  Do the same thing with each group today.

8.  Show the graph paper shapes and discuss what the area of it is.  Ask them how they got that answer.  Remind you can count squares or can multiply to find the area if it is a square or rectangle.

9.  Show the second shape and discuss area and how they knew the answer.

10.  Pose this question:  George is carpeting a room that is shaped like a square.  One wall of the room is 6 yards long.  How many square yards of carpet will George need?  


-Hand out graph paper and have them work with a partner to solve.  Help as needed with groups while working.


-After some work time, discuss the answer and how they knew that.

11.  Show picture of the house.  Ask what the area of the garage is?  What is the area of a bedroom?

12.  If students seem to understand, hand out assignments and go over directions.

13.  Call to switch groups.

1:00 – 1:40:  PE

1.  Bring kids down to PE.

2.  Check spelling, staple appropriate list, hand out on desks.

3.  You have break.

4.  Kids get a drink after PE.

1:45ish – 1:55:  Finish Math if needed.  Go on to Social Studies with my Class.
