Activity 1: Vocabulary

1.  Review how to play Paper, Rock, Scissors Vocabulary


-Call up a volunteer partner.


-Stack cards in middle.


-You pull a card and ask your partner the questions/read the sentence on 

the card.


-Partner answers. 


-Your partner draws a card for you and reads it.  You answer.


-If you are both correct, you say, “1, 2, 3…shoot” and you both put out the 

paper, rock, or scissors symbol shown on your card.


-Whoever wins, gets to keep both cards.  If it is a tie, you each keep your 

own card.


-If someone does not answer their questions correctly, the person who 

was correct keeps all cards.  You do not show any symbols.  


-If both people are wrong, no one gets cards.  All cards go at the bottom of 

the stack.


-The person with the most cards at the end, wins the game.

2.  Put students into partners, give them cards, and assign them a place to sit.

Activity 2:  Comprehension:  

1.  Tell students that last week we discussed fantasy and reality.  Have them turn to a partner and discuss what fantasy is.  Then share with the group.  Repeat with reality.

2.  Tell them that last week our story was a fantasy.  Today we are going to be looking at the reality-side of wolves.
3.  Hand out anticipation guides.  Read each question and have students fill out the before reading side.

4.  Once all filled in, share their answers for just a few of the questions listed on the guide.

5.  Have students open books to pg 206

6.  Have students read the title, take a picture walk, and make predictions about the story.  Have them share their predictions with their seat partners.  Allowe 2-3 people share their prediction with the whole class.

7.  Look at the bookmark; discus nonfiction and nonfiction features

8.  Tell students as we read this article, we will also be looking and learning about these different text features

9.  Chorally read the article and discuss

10.  After reading the whole article, point out nonfiction text features

11.  Discuss questions at the end of the story as a whole group.  After reading/asking each questions, have them discuss their answer with a neighbor.  Then share answers as a whole group.

12. Revisit the anticipation guide and have students fill in the “after” section

13.  Collect the anticipation guide

14.  Discuss the correct answers after collecting anticipation guide

Activity 3:  Word Analysis 

1. Use the smartboard to discuss im and dis

2.  Put students into partners.  Assign each group a prefix.  Hand each group 1 sticky note.

3.  In partners, they need to think of a word that contains that prefix and write it on the paper.  Then, with crayons, they draw a picture to match the word they said.

4.  Examples of words include:  NON:  nonstop, nonfat, nonreader, nonliving, nonsense, nontoxic

UN:  unable, undone, unhappy, unfair, undo, unfold, unhooked, uncut, uncooked

IN:  invisible, inflexible, inedible

DIS:  disagree, disconnect, disappear, disable, disapprove, discard, discomfort

5.  Walk around to monitor that groups can think of a word, that it is spelled correctly, etc.

6.  Give them about 5 minutes to work.

7.  Call everyone to the front.  Have each group share their prefix, word, and picture.

8.  You place it on the chart in the correct section.

9.  Hang it on the board while doing this and when done.
