9.  Introduce/review writing money amounts using a dollar sign and a decimal

10.  Have students use wipeboards to practice writing amounts of money I announce orally

11.  Do the money necklace activity: each student gets a large necklace that has a different amount and groups of coins and dollars on the front.  Inside is written the amount.  Students pair up and count up each other’s money necklaces; they look inside to check their answers.  When signaled, the students find another partner and repeat the process

12.  If time, use smartboard to further practice counting money.  Go to our website and onto website-math.  Click on money flashcards.  Count amounts aloud together.
